There is an old saying weather forecasters like to use when referring to the blustery days 
of March: It goes in like a lion and out like a lamb. What causes March winds?  Wind is 
caused by changes in temperature in the atmosphere and on the ground.  Warmer air 
expands and rises in the atmosphere; then cooler air rushes in to replace the warmer 
air.  March winds are cyclical winds that come with spring and warmer temperatures. 
 
Some of my favorite cartoon strips involved the ever-hopeful Charlie Brown attempting to 
fly his kite on a windy March day. Inevitably, his attempts resulted in one of two out-
comes: Either the kite would wind up in a tree or Charlie Brown would, somehow, hope-
lessly entwine himself in the kite string. I can relate to that. Most of my kite-flying at-
tempts never got off the ground, either! 
 
March is not only the season of wind and kite flying; it is also the season of Lent. Lent is 
the season of preparation for Easter. During Lent the church focuses on the life of Jesus 
Christ. Have you noticed that the two images used to illustrate the winds of March are the 
same two images most often associated with Jesus Christ? That’s right, the lion and the 
lamb.  Just as surely as Jesus came the first time as a sacrificial lamb (see John 1:29, 
above), Christ will come back the second time as a conquering lion. Then one of the eld-
ers said to me, “Do not weep! See, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has 
triumphed” (Revelation 5:5a). 
 
The lion and the lamb are opposites.  One is known for meekness and innocence, 
the other for majesty and power.  Only in the person of Christ could we find one who 
takes on the attributes of both.  He is the one who will bring peace and righteousness to 
the earth.  As sure as March comes in like a lamb and goes out like a lion, Jesus Christ 
will also fulfill both pictures.  As surely as He came the first time, He will come again.  Are 
you expecting and awaiting it? 
“Come, follow me.”  Let’s see where Jesus leads our church.
