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Of all the customs and symbols associated with Thanksgiving none is more alluring and
enduring than the custom of sitting down at the table for a turkey dinner. The turkey
held a prominent position in American folklore from the early days of the republic. It
almost became our national symbol. “The turkey is a much more respectable Bird and
withal a true original Native of North America.” Thus wrote Benjamin Franklin during the
discussions among the founding fathers on what the national emblem of the newly
formed United States of America should be. After years of debate, Congress finally de-
cided on the bald eagle as the best representative of the nation.

The turkey, however, would not be forgotten. Years before the founding of the nation,
Edward Winslow, one of the Plymouth pilgrims, wrote in a letter to England, how the
governor sent “four men out fowling” and how they returned with turkeys, ducks and
geese. This letter was later to fuel the idea of eating turkey as part of the modern cele-
bration of Thanksgiving

Eating a special dish as a means of thanksgiving had its biblical origins in the Old Tes-
tament. After finally crossing the Jordan River into the Promised Land, the Hebrew na-
tion gratefully partook of a meal of unleavened bread and roasted grain. It wasn't turkey,
but after eating nothing but manna for forty years while they wandered in the wilder-
ness, I'm sure it tasted every bit as good as turkey does to us today! Whatever meal
you sit down to this Thanksgiving, may it be a blessed one.

“Come, follow me.” Let’s see where Jesus leads our church.
