One of the more popular sports in Hawaii is canoe paddling—not just any canoe, but 
Hawaiian war canoes. In this sport, there are six paddlers in a canoe, or wa`a, which has 
a balancing arm called an ama. Although paddling one of these ancient vessels may look 
easy, the technique required is much more difficult than meets the eye. Several years 
ago I had the opportunity to be part of the crew of one of these exotic boats. 
 
My fellow crew members and I each grabbed a paddle and took our assigned positions in 
the canoe. Our instructor started off with some basic directions and then it was time to 
launch. “OK, everyone!” he yelled, “Ho? (Ready) Mua! (Go)” Everyone started paddling 
as fast as they could. The situation quickly deteriorated. Not knowing when to switch 
sides with our paddles, we switched whenever our arms got tired, frequently hitting the 
paddler in front of us in the process. It didn’t take long before we looked and felt like a 
drowning elephant! Then, mercifully, our instructor yelled, “OK, stop!” 
 
After a rest break, he gathered us together and taught us how to paddle as a team. Each 
paddler was to mirror the one in front of him and everyone was to move in time with the 
lead paddler. He taught us how to switch our paddles to the opposite side without injuring 
each other.  “OK,” he said, “let’s try that stretch again.” This time it was different: our ca-
noe cut through the water like a hot knife through butter. We paddled like a team!  
 
Jesus realized it took a team to power the church. No one person was designed to do the 
job alone. Jesus started off with a twelve-man team he called apostles. Just like paddling 
a canoe, God designed the people in his church to paddle together for a purpose. Each 
of us has been given a paddle, a gift, a calling. And like the team members of a canoe, 
each of us has a place or a role to fill. God fits us alongside others who have a similar 
assignment and calls us a family, a team, a church. 
 
“Come, follow me.” Let’s see where Jesus leads our church.
